Supplemental Document – Master's Program in Statistics – University of Delaware for Fall 2020 


The Master of Science in Statistics requires solid preparation in both calculus (generally three semesters) and linear algebra along with some preparation in statistics.  Applicants should  have taken at least two semesters of  Calculus (three semesters of Calculus are preferred),  one semester of linear algebra  and at least one statistics course before the enrollment. Conditional admission is possible if the applicant can make up all the missing courses  with at least B grades before enrollment. Although it is not required, some programming experience will be a plus.  
In order to be sure you are well prepared we are asking you to specifically list the courses that you have taken in these topics.  Please put all the relevant math, statistics and programming courses that you have taken in the table below. The table can be extended to multiple pages. An example table is provided at the end of this document. Please use the same course numbers and names as in your transcript(s). Please double check and make sure  there is no discrepancy between your transcript and  the information provided here. 
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· If your school uses a system other than the 4 point (A,B,C) system, you must translate the grades using the guidelines of your school. You may also record the grade in your school's system.

· In order to succeed in our program, we are looking for Bs (not B-) and As in these courses though early low grades may be overlooked if subsequent courses show satisfactory performance.
· Statistics courses do not have to be taken in a Statistics department.
